As per the Building Construction General Onsite Award: Clause 20, Tool allowance is paid to the employee
towards the provision of tools.

It is the responsibility of the employer to choose the tools which will make up the initial apprentice tool kit and
must be appropriate for the apprentice to use and assist them in to undertake training.

The following is a list of appropriate tools required by apprentices, brush hands, and fully qualified painters in
the Painting and Decorating Industry.
